Asphalt
Note: The roof covering is a composition shingle stock, which is comprised of a fiberglass or organic mat saturated with
asphalt.  To add color and afford protection to the mat, reddish/brown colored ceramic granules were applied to exposed
surfaces.  Exposed materials appear to be of a singular application.  Based on information provided by the seller the roof
covering is less than 10 year old.  Although differing opinions may exist, industry established standards project a 20 to 35
year useful service life range for composition shingles of this type.  Since remaining service life is contingent upon future
weather conditions and maintenance, neither of which can be predicted, attempting to quantify the remaining useful life of
the roof covering with any certainty is nearly impossible. Of the visible flashings, no evidence of flashing failure was
observed from the exterior of the building.

LIMITATIONS
Roof inspection limited/prevented by: Lack of access (too slippery/fragile)

Inspection performed: With binoculars From roof edge

RECOMMENDATIONS
Sloped roof flashings \ Chimney flashings
Condition: Cricket missing, loose, damaged
Implication(s): Chance of water damage to contents, finishes and/or structure
Location: Roof intersection with the chimney
Task: Monitor

Note: Cricket flashing may have been present however was NOT visible from the roof inspection vantage points.
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
